PLEASE CALL YOUR PHYSICIAN OR SEEK EMERGENCY
MEDICAL ATTENTION IF YOU DEVELOP ANY OF THE
FOLLOWING SERIOUS SYMPTOMS:

« pain, swelling, hot or cold feeling, skin changes, or discoloration
anywhere on your body;

« sudden and severe leg or foot pain, foot ulcer, purple toes or fingers;

« sudden headache, dizziness, or weakness;

« unusual bleeding (nose, mouth, vagina, or rectum), bleeding from
wounds or needle injections, any bleeding that will not stop;

« easy bruising, purple or red pinpoint spots under your skin;

« blood in your urine, black or bloody stools, coughing up blood or
vomit that looks like coffee grounds;

« pale skin, feeling light-headed or short of breath, rapid heart rate,
trouble concentrating;

« dark urine, jaundice (yellowing of the skin or eyes);

« pain in your stomach, back, or sides;

 urinating less than usual or not at all;

« numbness or muscle weakness especially on one side of your body; or

« any illness with diarrhea, fever, chills, body aches, or flu symptoms.
